Our congregation has been meeting as a chapel affiliated with the 
Diocese of Quincy for the past few years during this time of transition in the 
Episcopal Church.  We are now prayerfully seeking a priest eager to grow with us 
and church plant an Anglican parish.  Attractive salary and benefits will 
commensurate with experience and part-time to full-time status.
